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On the 7 May 2016 a tiny tabby kitten and his mum came to me after being handed over to Susan Howard 
at Howards Neutering Clinic from a lady who had found them in her garden. After examining them Susan 
found the kitten had a condition called Flat Chested Kitten Syndrome, it was about 5 weeks old. Normally 
with this condition kittens do not survive to this age so we were optimistic he could grow out of it. It was 
a case of wait and see. He and his mum were put in a pen and I encouraged him to start feeding on his 
own and monitored him around the clock.  At this stage his mum was still feeding him as well. I was so 
pleased when he started lapping liquidised kitten food and kitten milk. He was doing really well and 
gaining weight. He then started losing weight and I suspected his mum was in season and had lost interest 
in him. 

I took him to the vets for a check and from there he had a chest 
X Ray. He was too small and vulnerable to be given an 
anesthetic, so the X Ray was not completely clear but showed 
he had a severe case of the condition. None of the vets had 
seen it before and I was advised to see how things progressed. 
If his chest didn't improve then at six months he could have an 
operation to re-form his chest to a more normal shape. 

I decided he would be better off indoors, with me and my 
partner Des, where I could keep a close eye on him. Well, we 
were astonished. He thrived, charging around, playing and 
enjoying cuddles, just a normal kitten. Still only eating liquidised food but gaining weight. We fell totally in 
love with him, a wonderful, loving, playful little boy. He would sit on Des's feet keeping him company 
while he worked on the computer. 

On the 26 June he was very quiet and sleeping more than usual. 
When he woke I knew all wasn't well and then he passed very 
suddenly with Des and me cuddling him, so quick. After speaking to 
the vets they said he probably had heart failure, with his chest not 
growing normally it was putting pressure on his heart and lungs. 

Our Darling Paul now rests in our garden with a beautiful flowering 
shrub above him. 

Miss that wonderful little lad so much. Xxxxxx

A note from our Neutering Officer 

We have been very busy over this spring and summer issuing lots of neutering vouchers, especially for 

multi-cat households. We have also been issuing vouchers for feral cats born at the Mile Cross Recycling 

Centre. 

Please remember if you are on certain benefits or are a student, you can apply for a neutering voucher to 

help with the costs involved. 

As female cats can re-produce at four-five months old, it is important to have them neutered. It is also 

important to get male cats neutered

large new wicker cat basket we quickly inspected the inhabitants of the cat pens in Drayton Road, and 
came away hurriedly, with two very large longhaired ginger kittens of about 6 months. Welcome home 
Gilbert and Sullivan!! 

Little did we know that the boys had feline enteritis and despite best efforts Sully died within a week. 
Gilby survived, with plenty of TLC and following telephone advice from Susan HowŀǊŘΩǎ ƳƻǘƘŜǊΦ 

We moved from the Golden Triangle (one cemetery) to Thorpe Hamlet (and a second cemetery) in 1983 
and I well remember the noisy journey in my red Renault 4 with Gilbert, Sniffy a black and white kitten

kitten from Weybourne. Only one cat basket you see and no one would share. We protested loudly, me 
included! 

As years rolled by Gilbert was a happy boy. He had the Rosary (Cemetery) Burial Ground to roam in and 
catch mice, and large gardens to explore. He was truly best cat at our home wedding reception. He was a 
loving and very sociable cat. 

It was towards the end of his life that we learned Gilbert had taken up a post as social carer at an άƻƭŘ

Canary Social Club next door!  

At the residential home he would follow the food trolley, of course, and visit the residents. He was 
welcomed in and well loved by many of the staff who knew him as Gilly (cat collar and ID disc). In fact I

mother. He had stayed a true friend to her, visiting her daily until she died, and providing his special brand 
of pussycat comfort. The daughter rang to express how happy she was that he had been there for her 
mother. I was so proud of him. 

Gilbert continued his work with old people until he died. But he would always come home for supper and 
a cuddle. 

Gilby our beautiful blonde cat died on 30 March 1994. He is buried in our garden with a flourishing hazel

 We adopted Henry and Ben after their fosterer introduced us to them while explaining they had been with 
her for a year and she was struggling to find a permanent home for them as they were semi feral.   

We instantly took to them as they were in immaculate condition and we knew they would love the 
freedom and safety of the farm where we live. 

Their fosterer took care of all the arrangement and inspections and instructed us on the best way to help 
them settle into their new surroundings. Her assistance was invaluable and she even loaned us the cages 
for the journey to Surrey.   

On the fosterer's advice we kept the 'boys' locked in a barn for a while where we visited regularly to feed 
and water them (and tried talking to them) but gave them hay bales to hide behind so that they felt 
safe.  We tried to coax them to let us get close but decided to enjoy them from a distance, as we didn't 
want them to be nervous of us. When we thought they were beginning to 'feel at home' we unlocked the 
cat flap and they ventured outside. 

We continued to put food and water in the barn and set up a night vision camera to check if they were 
both eating, which they were. They sleep in the barn in winter, as it is cosy, but spend summer nights 
under cover in the open barns. 

We still haven't managed to get as close as their fosterer did, but really enjoy watching them run around 
the farm and hiding in long grass when they see us.  They investigate our garden in the early hours of the 
morning and are not phased by the deer, horses or the Shetland ponies which share the fields. 

It seems as though Henry (all black) is the leader as Ben (black and white) stays 
behind and waits for Henry to check the barns out before he ventures 
forward.  Henry sometimes watches me through the office window but always 
runs away if I open the door.  We are so happy that they are staying together 
and love that they are letting us get closer as time passes.
