These costs include: micro-chipping, vaccinations, flea/worm treatments, food, litter, necessary specialist veterinary treatment (including neutering, health checks, etc) & four weeks pet insurance.

Without finances we would not be able to continue to help other, more poorly cats that require costly veterinary treatment. Therefore any donation will go straight to helping other less fortunate cats!

CHECKS WILL BE MADE. 

Neutering is the keystone of rescue as there are too many cats that end up not wanted and as strays.  
Please also bear in mind the financial implications of taking on a cat or kitten (or any animal).

Vet bills, cattery fees, insurance, neutering, and vaccinations - to name but a few - are expensive.
