We had a lot of kittens last year that took a
long time to find new homes. Fortunately we did eventually get loving homes for most of
them but we still have a pair of older kittens that we have not found a home for as they are
quite timid with strangers. If all our fosterers have kittens in care it means that we are unable
to take in any more and it is always difficult when people ring us asking for help and we are
unable to help them. If we can’t assist, we always check with neighbouring CP branches to
see if they can and there is always the worry about what will happen to the cat or kittens if we
can’t take them in.

CATS & DOGS CAN LIVE IN HARMONY

Last year we took in 2 young farm kittens from a property that was being repossessed. Sadly,
one of the kittens was quite poorly and failed to thrive, despite the care of the vets and the
fosterer. However, the other kitten ‘Tash’ went from strength to strength and grew into a
lively, loving boy. He was in our care for many months as we didn’t have anyone interested in
adopting him. When he was about 9 — 10 months old, he was adopted by a couple that had
previously adopted a cat called Kit. They have 2 dogs and we weren’t sure if Tash would get
on with dogs but thanks to the new owners taking the introduction slowly, cats and dogs get
on famously — as you can see below.
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FUNDRAISING

Since our last newsletter we have had 3 fundraising events. Our Christmas coffee morning in
Gatehouse raised £303 and the coffee morning in Dalbeattie made £663.

Ouir first event of 2013 was in early March when we had a 3 day charity shop in Dalbeattie. It
was in our usual place — the wee shop next door to McKenzies hardware store.

and helping out in the shop.

We found he was timid with people
he doesn’t know but he soon gains confidence and has recently gone to a lovely new home
where he is settling in well.

We homed 52 cats/kittens, neutered 193 cats and treated 128 cats/kittens at the vet.

Thanks to the generosity of our supporters, we have managed to continue our work this year,
despite the increase in costs (particularly vets bills). Without our volunteers and members we
would not be able to do all we do and would like to say how grateful we are. Having enough
money in the bank means we can respond to emergencies, properly look after the cats/kittens
in our care, trap and neuter feral cats and carry out home visits so that our cats get the best
homes we can find. We ran a free neutering campaign at the end of last year which helps to
reduce the number of unwanted kittens. We are aiming to do this every year as it has a
definite beneficial effect in our area.

We are grateful to all those who help out and those who give financially in these difficult
times. We hope to have another successful year in 2013 and look forward to seeing you at
our fundraising events, or even rehoming a cat or kitten to you!
